DataPlus Fettercairn Release Functionality Document
Overview

This document describes improvements to the functionality of the existing DataPlus module for the June 2009 release.  None of these improvements are entirely new, so they are described with reference to previous specification / functionality documents.  No specification document was produced as most of the backend work had already been done and the features could be described simply as follows –

· A single record screen that could be linked to using HTML from view templates.

· Ability create templates for the single record screen

· Ability to add JavaScript and CSS to templates

· On / off option for the HTML editor when editing templates

· Hide / show option for user tabs

· Renaming of user tabs.

· Limit on the number of navigation links displayed on view or single record screens

Single Record Templates

A user now sees an additional tab called ‘single record’.  This shows one record from the database at a time with navigation (unless an editor disables this).  
Editing teachers and admins can edit customise a template for this screen from the ‘single record template’ option in the ‘templates’ area.  The options are the same as for the ‘view template’ and templates can be specific to individual group.  A default template is generated automatically and can be edited.
Further, editors can specify a link to this page using a URL with a querystring parameter named ‘ri’ with a value set to a valid record id to view an individual record. 

Add JavaScript and CSS to Templates

Editing teachers and higher can add JavaScript and CSS to ‘view’ or ‘single record’ templates using the fields exposed by clicking on the ‘Show JavaScript’ or ‘Show CSS’ buttons in the templates area.  These are only accessible on the screens for which they’ve been added.
HTML Editor Button

The templates area now has an additional button to enable the Moodle HTML editor to be enabled for editing the header, record and footer fields of any templates.  By default, the editor is now disabled.

Hide User Tabs

The ‘view’, ‘single record’, ‘search’, ‘add record’ and ‘export’ tabs can be hidden using the new drop downs on the module settings page.  All are visible by default.

Rename User Tabs

The ‘view’, ‘single record’, ‘search’, ‘add record’ and ‘export’ tabs can be renamed using the new fields on the module settings page.

Limit on Navigation Links

A limit can now be set on the number of navigation links on the ‘view’ or ‘single record’ screens from the module settings screen.  The default is 15.  The maximum is 25.  The number must be odd and greater than 3.
