Not only have
the girls got here, but they have been permitted to be out, you know. At a normal all-together, you
know sort of, graduation. It isn’t put on wherever. My mind has gone there, Jenny, and it’s with
everybody else, we are not different and that, the thrill, well, the photographs shows it I think.

And you have got Martina, who is now in Government?

That does, you have to smile, don’t you? There you're watching someone you remember, you
know, from a dreadful situation who has grown and is now, as you say, in Government. | am sure
there are people who think other things. | know there are people who think other things, but I think,
| am satisfied that what we did was for good, you know, and it has proved to be so.
