SOCIAL NETWORKING GUIDELINES
· Members who set up an official Open University Students Association (OUSA) presence such as an Assembly Facebook (F B) Page or a Group Twitter feed, on any virtual electronic system external to the University must inform Vice President Communications (V P Comms) and the General Manager. As with Moodle, Platform, Virtual Learning Environment (V L E), Groups and all other virtual communication systems such presences must only be used for any OUSA recognised activities .Groups on the V L E can only be created using an Open University Computer User name therefore official OUSA groups  should  request a forum in the OUSA Moodle area on the V L E, all reasonable requests for such group forums will be considered. Any groups linked to a student I D on the V L E will not be considered official OUSA groups and therefore aren’t recognised by OUSA.
· Log on information relating to accounts must be must be transferable and a user-name and password given to V P Communications and the OUSA Office. V P Communications must be added as an additional admin to all accounts external to the OUSA Moodle area on the V L E. 

· All Assemblies who wish to have a F B presence are requested to contact V P Comms for further information, advice and assistance. 
· Members need to be aware that OUSA has no moderating rights on social networking sites in the way it has in the Moodle forums.  Considerable care needs to be taken on all publicly accessible media to ensure that OUSA is not brought into disrepute.
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
