Scottish Executive
Terms of Reference

The primary function of the Scottish Executive shall be:-

· manage the affairs of the OUSA in Scotland Assembly between meetings
· provide the main communication channel between OUSA in Scotland and students resident in Scotland

· provide the main communication channel with OUSA Centrally

· provide the main communication channel with the Open University in Scotland

The Executive shall provide a report to each meeting of the Scottish Assembly on all actions that it has taken.
Membership

The membership of the committee shall consist of:-

· 6 students elected by all full members in Scotland who choose to join the electoral register
· The OUSA Central Executive Committee Member for Scotland

· Scottish Assembly Chair as an observer

The Executive shall, at its annual general meeting, nominate which members will undertake which functions, and inform the Assembly of its decision.
The Assembly may co-opt students to fill vacancies on the Executive. 
Members will serve for terms of one year, and shall be eligible for re-election for further terms.  Normally changes in membership will occur on the 1st September.  

Duration and modus operandi

The Executive shall exist in its current form until the decisions of OUSA Conference 2011 require it to change. 
The Executive will meet as required during the year. Papers will be available to members at least 5 working days in advance of each meeting.
