1. Minutes of the Previous Meeting
Item 3 Publicity

Tessa has arranged a meeting with Casey Leaver for herself and delegates of other affected groups.
2. October Concert
It was noted that several key players were not available for the concert. Possible replacements were discussed and it was decided to contact these.
The programme for this concert includes pieces with a large percussion demand. It was noted that for most percussion instruments, the Orchestra was reliant on borrowing from the youth service but that this meant the instruments were not generally available for rehearsals. The possibility of purchasing some instruments or acquiring by other means was discussed. More percussion players might be needed as up to five instruments were required to be played simultaneously.
The scores also included parts for cor anglais and cornets. A cor anglais would cost £100 per month to hire and there would be insurance on top of this. Possible ways round this would be explored.
The question of whether evening rehearsals in the run-up to concerts were a good idea was discussed. It was decided to leave the arrangements for this concert as they are but to bring up the possibility of changing to lunch time rehearsals at the AGM.

It was noted that many of the specialists whom we might have approached to lead the workshop sessions on 13th July would be in Prague that week.
3. May 2009 Concert
For the OU’s 40th anniversary, there will be a performance of Beethoven’s 9th Symphony by MK City Orchestra and a concert on June 29th by the OU choir.
Due to the demands of the choir concert, Bill would not be available to conduct the May 2009 concert and possibly not the October 2009 concert as he would not be available in June/July 2009. Laurence and Tessa would investigate possibilities for  alternative conductors..

It was noted that this might be an opportunity to try some ‘light’ music.

4. Future Repertoire

The period between October and December was earmarked for trying out pieces for October 2009 and beyond. Bill would still be conducting during this period.

Suitable pieces need to be chosen.

5. Finance

Stephen had prepared a draft budget but unfortunately was unable to attend the meeting. The budget has been sent to Laurence and Bill for comments.
