1. May Concert

Agreed: that Estates should be asked to put out 50 chairs rather than the present 40 as there had not been enough chairs at some recent rehearsals. Action: Allan
Noted: the workshop would be on Sunday, April 3rd. The previous Sunday would also be booked as a reserve date, possibly to organise some voluntary sectional rehearsal. Laurence asked all committee members to try to ensure that members of the orchestra they had contact with, or who sat close to them at rehearsal, were aware of the date and how important attendance was.                                

Action: All
Noted: The Church would not be available from 14th February to 1st April. Church bookings had been transferred to the Berrill Lecture Theatre but this was not suitable for rehearsals. The Choir would be using empty space in the Meacham building, and this would be investigated for suitability for the orchestra. The Hub Lecture Theatre was not available on 11th March. [Update since meeting – the Church is likely to remain unavailable until early May]

Agreed: Allan and another member of the Committee would consult with Karen Bradbury about alternative venues.



Action: Allan and Tessa.

Noted: the rehearsal on March 11th would have to be in the Music Studio, so that day would be used for sectionals at 12:00 and 1:00. The orchestra needs to be consulted about times, and someone needs to be identified to be a gate-keeper for both rehearsals that day

Agreed: Estates should be asked to put out staging for the Tuesday and Friday evening rehearsals. Members of the Orchestra would help with this task.

Noted: An extra trumpet would be needed, and there was concern about the number of first violins able to come to regular rehearsals.                     Action: Laurence, Tessa
Noted: publicity should be undertaken through the usual channels, and as the arrangements for the concert were now firm should start when appropriate. The VC should be added to the contact list, and sent a specific invite to this and the next concert.

Agreed: Hugh should be asked if he minded schools attending the Friday lunchtime rehearsal before the concert.

2. October Concert

Agreed: the concert would be on 21st October with evening rehearsals on 14th and 18th October.

Agreed: music for the concert needs to be planned now, and discussion had with Hugh about ideas

4. Any Other Business

Noted: The OU club had cancelled its Club Fair and rescheduled it for the Wednesday before Good Friday, 20th April.

Agreed: If the Fair is still going to be in April, the Orchestra should make a contribution.

Noted: Laurence was nurturing an idea for a weekend / day event for a performance of the German Requiem (involving choir, orchestra and soloists) to raise funds for charity in April/June.

Agreed: A collection would be taken for Les who was about to undergo a major operation.
