It was noted that in future a rehearsal with the staging in place was needed.

From the experience of this concert, it was apparent that for future concerts a session on transcription of parts and how to distribute parts was needed at an early stage.

3. Publicity

Official internal channels proved less efficient than usual. For example copy was sent to Open House in February but never appeared; the concert was only advertised via the screen saver for one week and the programme was not given; Communications refused to allow the News section of the Intranet to advertise the concert. It was noted that the last seemed to be a general problem as other events e.g. the blood donation session had also not been adequately advertised, and agreed that Jane and Tessa would consider how to take this forward, probably after speaking to similar groups likely to be affected..
