1. October Concert

Agreed: the main work for this concert would be Dvorak’s Cello Concerto. The soloist would be Michael Petrov. 
Noted: there was time for a short piece to accompany the concerto. Film music was suggested, but if nothing suitable was available, then Hugh should be asked to recommend a piece.

Agreed: Hugh’s views on the timing and nature of the workshop should be sought.

2. School attendance at rehearsal
Agreed: the rehearsal on 14th October would be scheduled as a schools event.

Noted: there was an alumni event booked into the Hub on this date. However the lecture theatre should be available over lunch. It may be necessary to adjust the time of the rehearsal by half an hour and staging may not be available.

Agreed: as this event would be designated outreach, it will be declared a key event.
Agreed: a suitable sub group of schools should be targetted by writing individual letters. The list of schools who attended Xmas lectures should be obtained.

Noted: Estates should be alerted to coaches needing parking.
3. Publicity 

Noted: the following suggestions were put forward – local and national press releases (contact person Laurence), article in local press, OU Facebook, survey of people in queue asking how they heard of the concert.
4. Christmas

Agreed: the Orchestra would perform a short piece conducted by Dennis. Dennis would conduct the 22nd July rehearsal and possible pieces tried out.

5. Budget

Agreed: that if the contribution from the university decreased, then the membership fee would be increased.

6. AGM

Agreed: the OUOCMC AGM would be held in November.
7. Any Other Business

Noted: the OU club had asked for the number of members to be sent to them.
Members would be defined as those who had paid this year’s fee.

Noted: the club had been asked to support the OU club’s opposition to the closure of the pavilion and cellar bars, Although individuals supported this, it was felt that as a club, we did not make use of these bars and so a club response would not be appropriate.
Noted: the orchestra had been asked if they had a string player with special needs for the BBC programme Tonight’s the Night. It was agreed that we should not get involved with this.
