1. October Concert

Noted: the exact content of the programme would be clarified over the next couple of rehearsals. Jane needs the list of pieces by Monday, 28th September to prepare posters, programme etc. It was suggested that the programme should be simple and would not contain programme notes.
Noted: a proposal that each piece would be introduced by a presenter.
Noted: the pieces to be played required a large amount of percussion. Good percussionists were being sought.

Agreed: local schools would be contacted via the Music Centre. Action: Laurence

3. Finance

Noted: expenditure on the conductor was split between various headings.

Noted: the cymbals had not yet been purchased.
