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Call for Engaging Research Proposals: Seed funding to generate, collect and share evidence of public engagement with research impact
Closing date, 14th March 2014
Eligibility

· The seed funding scheme will be open to all current, ‘active’ Open University researchers, including postgraduate research students.
· Applicants must discuss their application with their ADR prior to submission; PGRs should discuss their application with their supervisors.  Sign-off from ADRs (or equivalent) or PGR supervisors will be a requirement of the application.
· Applications from partners in collaborative projects are encouraged.  However, the named applicant should be a current, active Open University researcher or postgraduate research student.
· The scheme is open to individuals or groups, but group applications must be submitted by one named individual who is the main contact for the application.

· All partners should agree to submit the application.  The respective roles and commitment of time from the contributors to the project should be clearly described.

· Collaborations with other HE/Research institutions are eligible, but the named applicant, who is the main contact for the application, must be an Open University researcher or postgraduate research student.
· The activity must be completed, and all funds spent, by 28 February 2015.
· The activity must be an example of public engagement with research, as defined by this scheme.
· Applicants must agree to sharing the findings and/or learning from their project within the Open University, and with the wider HE sectors, including RCUK.
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
